DIANA NELSON PASSES AT 75

It is with sadness that Streak Runners International (SRI) and the United Running Streak 
Association (USRSA) recently learned of the passing of Diana Nelson of Dixon, Illinois on 
12 February 2022. Started on 11 January 1982 and ended on 2 October 2007, Ms. 
Nelson's first streak lasted 9,396 days (25.72 years) and is now listed as the 6th longest 
retired female streak in the world.  
 
Shortly after her first streak ended, she began a second streak on 19 November 2007 but 
we do not know when it ended. If anyone knows the last day she ran during her second 
streak or knows of a family member or friend who might know, we would be most grateful 
if you tell us so that we can accurately record her second streak for our list.  
 
Ms. Nelson did not have a computer and was not on email. We, therefore, have limited 
correspondence from her over the years beyond confirming her streak was still active. The 
below letter was written to our running streak association in 2007 when she first registered 
her running streak with our association. We are also including her Personal Records at 
races.

I’d Rather Be Running 
 

     Jan. 12, 2007 
 

I took my first running steps in March 1980 at my “then” husbands urging. I went to the 
corner and back (.2) and was out of breath!  He kept encouraging me and bought me my 
1st logbook for my birthday. I started recording August 31, 1980 and I was running 2 miles 
by then. Jan. 10, 1982 was the 13th day I missed. I never dreamt I would still be running 
without taking any days off. 
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I didn’t place in my 1st 8 races. I’ve also never placed in the (14) Bix 7’s in Davenport, 
Iowa. It averages 13,000-14,000. I probably haven’t placed in 7 or 8 other races. A lot of 
races around here are small 100-200. 
 
Dixon’s [Illinois] “Reagan Run” has grown to 700 last year tho[ugh]. 
 
I usually run early morning (5AM) or so when I go to work at 8. I love the quiet. Running 
is a great stress reliever and I wouldn’t know what to do without it. 
 
I’m so happy there’s a club for us “streakers.” I waited to join so I could start with a 25 year 
streak. My miles before I started my streak were 1735. 
 
I’m looking forward to [the] newsletters and I want to know more about Margaret 
Blackstock [the top known female streak runner at the time]. I have never read anything 
about another women “streaker” before. I’ve cut out several articles about men with more 
years than me.

UKRAINIAN RUNNER VIKTORIIA NIKOLAIENKO 

KEEPS STREAK ACTIVE DURING WAR

Kozhanka, Ukraine 
 

 
Hello! My name is Viktoriia Nikolaienko. I'm still running. I continue my streak.  
 
I started running every day on April 14, 2018. From the very beginning, I set myself the goal of 
running daily for 1,000 days. But when I passed this mark, I finally realized that I am a streak 
runner and continue running every day.  
 
I was inspired by a man who showed by his example that running every day in any weather, 
season, time of day - it's real. He ran 3 km a day. I wanted to have a similar experience for myself 
and I decided to run without a single pass - every day! 
 
In May 2018, I started preparing for my first marathon with a coach, which I ran in October 2018, 
while continuing to run every day. 
 
In February 2019, I was inspired by the examples of ultramarathoners and prepared for my first 
hundred (100 km run), which I ran in June that year. My time was 10 hours and 28 minutes. Since 
then, ultramarathons have become for me the distance where I began to reach new heights.

In August 2020, I became a silver medalist of the Ukrainian Championship, ran 185km in 24 hours. 
 
In October 2020, I represented our country at the Last One Standing World Championships, 
where I set a women's record for the Kyiv track and ran 254.6km. 
 
Running for me is the best way to know myself "deeper." Once I made a conscious decision to 
run without a pass and this habit completely changed my life. To date [14 May 2022], I have run 
1492 days without missing a single day! The sun, a heavy downpour, a stormy wind, in the cold, 
ice underfoot, snow with a blizzard, evening jogs - I go through all this and I know that I am only 
getting stronger. 
 
In the fall of 2021, I ran for the World Championships (track - 24 hours) in Romania. I set ambitious 
goals for myself, because in my character I "only go forward."  
 
In 4 years of running I have covered 17,506.603km (10,880.425 miles). 
 
For these 4 years I not only ran every day, but also took part in competitions in different countries 
and cities: !"#Ukraine, Poland, Moldova, Romania. During this time, I became the champion, 
as well as the national record holder of Ukraine for 24-hour running and Backyard Ultra. 
 
Now there is a war but life goes on. There are still many interesting challenges ahead. Dreams 
are waiting to be realized. Running for me is life and my inner beauty. $ 
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Viktoriia Nikolaienko 
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I have two small children: a 5-year-old son and a 10-year-old daughter. When the war started, I 
lived in the Kyiv region. I soon moved my children to Lviv. We stayed in Ukraine. During airstrikes, 
my children and I ran to a shelter and hid there.  
 
The war started for us on February 24 at 4:30am. The dogs in the yard started howling loudly and 
I woke up. At 4:40am, explosions, noise of planes in the sky, I woke my husband up and told him, 
"wake up, war is on!"  
 
At 5 in the morning, I informed my parents and wrote to my Polish coach Sebastian Białobrzeski, 
"Happy birthday coach! The war has started." 
 
On February 26, my children and I left the Kiev region for Lviv. The road was not easy. My 5-year 
old son was bad all the time. He got sick and then my daughter got sick with a high temperature. 
 
Sirens were blaring all over the city. We had to hide in a cold basement parking space, where 
after the first hour our bones started to freeze. I didn't have a chance to exercise normally. I just 
maintained my daily streak run on the floor near the entrance between sirens and treating children 
(2-6km every day in the first week of the war). 
 
The second and third week of the war I was running 10-17-25 km every day. 
 
On March 19, we returned home with our children. 
 
We were incredibly happy, especially my husband. Our town is not occupied, not bombed, and 
we feel safe. 
 
On March 24, I decided to leave for Romania. I started preparing for the next running season. 
 
Here are my Training volumes: 
 
- December 733.65 km 
- January 740.63 km 
- February 554.18 km (unfortunately, due to the war the amount was reduced) 
- March 343.20 km 
 
So, I realized I'm not in my best running shape for the last month but still made a goal with my 
intention to run again a 24-hour race. 
 
The road turned out to be difficult, especially when I returned to Ukraine due to delays in trains 
and hours of waiting at stations without sleep caused by a large number of refugees and constant 
monitoring of traffic changes. I decided on the spot to go to Bucharest as soon as possible. A lot 
of transfers in one direction (5 trains, bus, taxi, car). In fact, the road took 48 hours without sleep. 
 
Florin Simion met me in Bucharest and helped with everything related to my stay for the 24-hour 
race. Florin is an amazing man, ultra-runner, and family man! He has such beautiful kids and the 
best wife! They welcomed me very warmly at their home and when I was on my way home, my 
eyes and my son’s were all wet. Florin tried to help me with everything he could. Many thanks to 
you Florin for everything! 
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Viktoriia Nikolaienko 

 
 
The very start for my 24-hour race in Plošstí turned out to be difficult for me, although the distance 
is good, nice track! First, I was exhausted on the road without sleep. Secondly, the wind during 
the race was personally draining and other participants started to leave. At the 93th km, I felt pain 
in my right butt, which continued to block my right leg while running. I decided to stop at 95km 
and get a massage. It didn't help, unfortunately. 
 
When I ran the Backward Ultra in 2021, while running for 46 hours and 308km, I did not take a 
single pain pill: no-spi or nurofen or nimesil. I think, if it comes to taking painkillers from the start, 
it should be stopped so as not to worsen your health. I personally decided so for myself that it’s 
not worth it at all. Once the morning came, it became easier and I finished with 101km or 62m. 
 
I was the only women among men, so I came in first place in the statistics. I also received a prize 
with a cash reward, which was a complete surprise to me, especially donations from participants. 
 
I would like to thank Ben Ami the organizer of the Ploští. You will remain in my memory for a long 
time together with the volunteers. Ben kept me going pretty hard the whole time especially before, 
during, and after the trip to Romania! I am grateful for all the words of support and the organization 
of this race. It changed me, gave me "new wings," and belief in a stronger victory over myself. 
You all are amazing people! I liked the track and if the race was held in more or less  calm weather, 
this race should be a great personal strong record for me. So, a race rematch is behind me! % 
Ben Ami thank you for making me feel happy at this launch!!! 
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A lot of people have written and supported me from all over the world. Mark Washburne and the 
Streak Runners International community of streak runners – THANK YOU! 
 
Alex Holl Lazarus Lake and the large Backyard Ultra global family - you are amazing, thanks for 
your donations! Lazarus, thank you for the inspiration and I promise to NEVER EVER GIVE UP 
on your path. We will meet again at the Backyard World Championship, because someday to run 
100 hours is also my dream. 
 
Sebastian Białobrzeski thanks for helping my husband with meds!!! Not everyone knows, but my 
husband is epileptic and has had this disease since childhood. His condition has started 
deteriorating since January, so we are going to have a difficult road in treatment. 
 
U.S. National 24-Hour Running Team thank you for your continued support! Tracey Outlaw so 
much gratitude for coming all this way through the war!!! For the raised funds that my husband 
and I were able to help Ukrainian families and territorial defense thanks to you. Special thanks for 
the help of my family! 
 
Taras Lukash thank you for being in my life! You are a true friend who takes maximum care of 
the fate of the other. Because of you, your mother has become a close person to me and my 
children. She is like that guardian Angel who cares and protects. She became my third mother & 
among birth and godmothers. She wanted me to go to Romania so bad I just had to make that 
trip for her sake. HER support was so strong in Lviv that with all inner confidence and security I 
conquered this journey through the territory of Ukraine during the war to Ploestia. Николай 
Шумбасов. Many thanks to you! Thanks for agreeing to get funds from us in m. Oleshki and help 
those people who needed it. 
 
I'm back in the house in Ukraine. This is my home, my peace, even in the midst of war. And 
remember that Ukraine will win!!! Because Ukrainians are never as weak as you think.

Thanks for the 44th anniversary wish from the USRSA - always enjoy getting those e-mails!  I’m 
really looking forward to year 45 coming up! 
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Also, thanks for the quarterly newsletters! It is amazing to me how much this group has grown 
over the last few years. That last newsletter took a long time to read through, but I loved it!  It 
really is fun to read some of the streak stories! Reading those updates from Alex (50 years); Bill 
and John (45 years) and those streaks that are longer than mine – helps to keep me motivated! 
But I have to admit –I also enjoy reading those that are hitting their one or two year streaks – as 
those help to remind me how much fun it was to tick off those runs when I first started! 
 
If you google 1978 – you’ll see that Jimmy Carter was President; Top TV show was Cagney and 
Lacey; and Love is Thicker than Water (Andy Gibb) was the top song – on the radio – on AM/FM 
back then as well! First Star Wars action figures were released.  Everyone was playing Space 
Invaders. Animal House and Grease were the big movies... Not in Google – I went out for a run 
on Sunday, March 5th, 1978, then the next day as well, etc. etc. 
 
Lots of great memories during that time – 30 Boston Marathons; running home from college 
(Boston to Florida in 34 days); my annual birthday runs; It’s a bit hard to swallow – but will hit 65 
in just a couple of months.  Although they say that’s the new 45... (My knees would not agree with 
that though...) 
 
As we all know – each year brings its own challenges – and having to work around Covid for 
another year sure kept things interesting again this last year. That said, I have to say this has 
been a very “calm” year compared to the prior 3 years – of course that usually means the storm 
is right around the corner! 
 
I think all of us, no matter where we fall on the list, understand that we are blessed to be able to 
do what we do each day!  No matter what happens – we have to enjoy what we do on the road 
each day – for as long as that lasts – and be happy and proud of what we’ve accomplished!

(I included her in my updated picture as we just traveled up for our 45th time – running and then 
volunteering with the Pro Fluid Operations - up to the Boston Marathon), over all these years 
(including 30 years as my pit crew at the Boston Marathon – with most of those years toting up to 
4 kids along for the ride!).  Even my kids have sat in a parking lot at 11:45 p.m. while I jumped out 
to get my streak saver mile in...

“Ruminations on running - 6 years on”

When I first went over a year of running and added my name proudly to the roster of those here in 

runeveryday I didn't really think about whether I'd be here 5 years later having ticked off 6 years of 

running. And I definitely had no idea about what an impact it would have had on my life. So, as I hit the 

6th year anniversary, I thought I’d put together some random ruminations on 6 years of running.  

 

I didn’t want this to be about how I feel fitter than ever before, that I think I’ve had far less illness (colds 

etc) than before or that I think I’ve aged in a healthier way keeping weight off more easily. There has 

definitely been a whole host of health/physical benefits from running every day but I thought I’d focus 

this on some more general things, of which I’m sure a few will resonate with so many other runners out 

there.  

 

It’s great doing it with a friend, even if they aren’t there. 

I started running with Mike Jones who first got me into exercise. And when you are running every day, 

when you have those low days, when you feel like maybe today is the day you’ll stop, it’s great to know 

there’s someone there also doing it and that you can’t stop as they will forever let you know that they 

managed to do one more day than you. It just gives you that extra incentive to get out and do it. 

 

And on those low days, it’s amazing how a run can pick you up. 

This was a big surprise for me. And I guess it’s something everyone who exercises knows. Having that time 

out exercising takes you out of the work-day stress, takes you out of the home-stress, the money-stress 

or whatever it is that’s on your mind. Taking that time out is really healthy and helps you reset and refresh.  
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Standard short routes help too. 

Having those short routes where you can literally go out without thinking, do the quick 2km/1.3 miles 

means you don’t have to think too much. I’ve a few regular short routes. I think the most common one 

I’ve done almost 200 times now. These short ones just fill that gap to maintain the streak. 

 

Vacations/holidays become more interesting. 

As a family we always like to travel to new countries and explore. So, running has added another 

dimension to that. When we go on vacation now, I’m often having to get up really early to get my run in 

before we go out sightseeing. Running means you get to see places at odd times of the day to see a 

different side of the place you’re visiting. You have to know where you are location-wise so you can find 

a nearby park or place to run to which means you get a much better feel for a new city, town, village or 

even jungle. It has also led to some quite interesting or different runs too… running round Tobacco Caye 

in Belize… an island that’s only 400m in circumference. Being flashed at by an animal spotting camera in 

a jungle which was hoping to catch Jaguars, running by monuments in Sri Lanka, through the streets of 

Delhi and in snowy Warsaw to name a few. Vacations, holidays and travel also add in complications too. 

One of my more carefully planned runs was where my only time available in the calendar day was between 

flights at Qatar airport. I carefully planned how I should run with a carry-along bag from Terminal A to D 

(“he’s late for a flight!”), back again (“he’s got the wrong terminal!”) and back again (“?!”) so that I’d get 

2000m in.  

 

There’s fun to be had with those oddball runs. 

Although the airport run was slightly odd, there are a few other slightly strange ones I’ve done too: running 

20km around a car park; running 4km around the kitchen to try out new trainers with my daughter 

thinking I’ve gone mad; the runs in the garden when recovering from Covid etc.  

 

But add in Strava art and they become even more fun. 

One of my first Strava art runs was to write "happy birthday" for my daughter. It didn’t’ quite get the 

reception I expected - her reaction was, "that's great daddy, but I wanted a bike." Since then I’ve done a 

fair number of messages in my runs (including happy birthday to Mike Jones, my co-runeveryday’er). Even 

an RIP Ron Hill and a fair few others. 

 

But running every day has its own stresses. 

I now find in the back of my mind I always have that question - how and where can I get my run in…? It 

even impacts my wife and family. How many others out there have experienced their partner rolling their 

eyes when they’ve suggested a holiday to them, knowing that rather than saying “that sounds amazing, 

I’ve always wanted to do a cruise down the Nile” the first response is “will there be a running machine on 

the boat?” or “sounds great but where will I run?” 

 

And a small thank you to… 

The midnight specials. A 2km run at 11:45pm followed by another short run at 12:01am. Two days done 

in a short period of time. Means you can have 47 hours of rest! Very handy if travelling or when work gets 

too crazy, or even when you’re feeling injured. 

 

Overall, it’s been a great 6 years. I wouldn’t change it and I can’t see myself stopping now.  
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50 States + DC Streaker Stats Traversing the Tundra

Modern streak (daily) running began in the United States in the 1950s. The only streaker we know 
of before 1966 is 1952 Olympian Ted Corbitt.  In 2012, we finally achieved the 50 States + DC 
goal –  a documented streak runner in them all.  In November, 2015, we had for the first time an 
active registered streak runner in all states and DC. Though that did not last, we have now 
achieved that goal again. 
   
As of 5/1/22 49 states + DC have had a female running daily (ND has never had a streaking 
woman). Below is a list of each state, their first documented streaker and some other interesting 
statistics. Ages of active oldest runners are as of Jun 1, 2022.

MN has had highest rate streaking of all 
states since the mid-70s. 
WA – Joel Pearson began daily running with his dad, Jim. Jim’s other children, Paige and Hopper, 
and brother Don, make their family the first one with 5 streakers. Thorson family in MN now has 
the most – 7. 
IL – Ken Young is only male runner to be first in 2 states (IL & AZ). 
FL – Lois Bastien (age 85), oldest active streak runner; Lois Bastien (43 yrs) has the longest 
identified streak (retired or active) in world for women and is oldest woman ever. 
WY – Elaine Rountree is only female runner to be the first in 2 states (WY & NV). Eileen’s first 
streak is the oldest for women but not discovered until 2011. 
ND – only state never to have female running daily for one year; ND only 6 streak runners ever, 
HI only other state with 10 or less (8). 
AK – Bruce Sackinger reached one year November 2015, first time all 50 states have had an 
active, certified daily runner, 61 years after Ted Corbitt reached the year mark of the first 
registered streak in the US. 
NM – Last state to have a certified streak when Jared Ostroski reached one year on October 24, 
2012. 
 
Currently all 50 states + DC have males actively streaking. Only ND has no active female (and 
has never had one). AK is the only state that has never had a streak runner age 60 and above 
(Debbie Zulz is 58 currently). There has been at least one run streaker over 70 in 37 of the states. 
The only states to never have a streak runner age 25 or under are AK (Sara Sharpe was 32 when 
started) and OK (Brandon Collins was 29 when started). There has been at least one run streaker 
under 13 in 23 of the states.

I’m Christina and I’m from Gloucestershire in 
the UK. I first started running in February 
2020. I had tried running a few times before 
that but it never really stuck largely due to my 
chaotic job as a child protection social 
worker. I just couldn’t find a routine in all the 
crisis work.  
 
Back in 2020, I had become self-employed 
setting up my own business doing social 
work and life was a bit easier to organize. I 
could barely run but every day I went out and 
tried to run a little further, building up to being 
able to run 5K in one go.  
 
I remember setting myself a challenge to 
make it all the way up a big hill where I live. 
Every day I would end my run with this hill…. 
every day I made it a little further up the 
hill….I felt like Rocky when I finally made it to 
the top '.  

When lockdown hit here in the UK, I just 
continued running about on my own around 
the trails, running every day - just for fun. I 
slowly got fitter, a little bit quicker. 
Unbeknown to me, all the hills I was running 
up were serving to really improve my 
running.  
 
Later in the year, I thought ‘I’m ready to run 
with people’ so I emailed our local running 
club and joined. After a few delays from 
further lockdowns, I finally met up with other 
runners. I was really nervous to begin with 
but meeting so many like-minded and 
friendly people who I could chat to about all 
things running was great.  Everyone was so 
welcoming. I have made lots of new friends 
and have learnt so much from people in the 
club.   
 
Last year, I had never even seen a race 
before so went along to marshal at the 
Frampton 10K, a local race, and after this I 
plucked up the courage to enter the 
Gloucester 10K which was my first ever race. 
Then it seems I caught the ‘bug.’  
 
I entered all the local races. I did some speed 
work, park runs, learnt all about different 
sorts of training…. fartleks, intervals, Kenyan 
hills, and more. I even got roped into 
representing our running club being part of 
the senior women’s team at the Regional and 
National Road Relays (now that was an 
experience running with these aspiring Team 
GB athletes in their tiny pants and crop tops!! 
'). I loved it, although it was highly 
competitive, it was also a lovely relaxed 
atmosphere and the crowds were so 
encouraging of us normals bringing up the 
back of the pack.  
 
Over time, I’ve been getting a bit more 
confident in my own abilities and now I just 
love club runs and I’ve managed to get a bit 
quicker. I did a 45min 10K recently which I 
was over the moon about. It’s given me such 
a confidence boost as I honestly just run for 
fun. It’s great to have people tell me I’m 
improving and have potential to improve 
some more!  
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In terms of my streak, I’m pretty relaxed 
about it, at the moment, for a few days a 
week, I just jog a slow mile with the dogs. I’ve 
had to run through a few illnesses which has 
been so hard.  
 
I know I sound like a right wimp here but it’s 
been mentally tough to get out and do that 
mile when I felt so rough. However, I did it, 
taking it super slow and actually it made me 
realize that I can do more than I think I can.  
 
The streak is just my routine now. When 
people ask how long I’ll do it for, I’ll tell people 
it’s like brushing my teeth. Are you going to 
not brush your teeth one day? ' I mean I’ll 
just carrying on streaking until I can’t! Maybe 
one day, I’ll forget? Who knows!?  
 
In the main, I just love running, feeling fitter 
and find it all loads of fun. I’ll pretty much give 
anything a go.  
 
Years ago, I was so unfit so it’s improved my 
life in so many ways: I lost weight, I sleep 
better, my well-being has improved, I feel 
healthy, the dogs love running with me, my 
husband started running with me, I’ve been 
exploring all the countryside, I don’t feel 
guilty about stuffing my face! I could go on for 
ages.

• Five countries (US, Canada, France, 
Germany, Switzerland) 

• 3 Ultramarathons, 1 Marathon, 5 half 
marathons (not counting the 200+ 
runs longer than a half marathon 
which were "just for fun") 

• No illness or major injury (except for 
the time I got chicken pox) 

• The physical and mental benefits 
have been so profound that my only 
lament is that I didn't start earlier in 
life.  Running went from a daily self-
argument about why I didn't / couldn't 
run that day to a simpler mental 
calculation:  where, how far, and how 
fast should I run today?

My Running Odyssey – George A. Hancock

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THE FINISH LINE

As a college history professor, I spend a significant amount of my professional life researching 
and discussing wars of the past. As the manager of our running streak association, I was curious 
to learn whether the recent war in Ukraine had impacted any of our streak runners. Given my dual 
roles in history and running, I reached out to the eight (now nine) streak runners from Ukraine on 
our list to see how they and their families were doing after war broke out in their country in late 
February.  
 
My original email was sent to the Ukrainian streak runners on February 27th. At the time, all the 
streaks from that country were still on our active list. Not surprising given the crisis in their country, 
I did not hear back from all eight but I did hear back from half of them. The first Ukrainian athlete 
to contact me was Makasym Susiak to tell me that his streak had ended due to the war. “My streak 
was interrupted after 517 days,” wrote Mr. Susiak in an email dated 27 February 2022. 
“Unfortunately, 518 days I could not go for a run because it was very dangerous and we had a 
curfew. I wanted to continue my streak to 1000 days, but very disappointed that it broke up!” I 
also heard from Artur Snigir, from Ukraine’s capital of Kyiv, whose streak also ended due to the 
war: “I ran 23.02 [February 23] last time. I can't run yet. It's not safe.” 
 
Despite the difficulties that all Ukrainian’s faced in recent months, not all the athletes from that 
country ended their streak. One amazing runner who maintained her streak so far during the war 
is Viktoriia Nikolainko, who we feature on our cover. Ms. Nikolaienko not only has a running streak 
of over 1,500 days but is also an elite ultra-runner and the national record holder of Ukraine for 
24-hour running and Backyard Ultra. We wish her and all Ukrainians safety and we hope that 
peace is restored to their country soon. 
 
During this last quarter, we also learned that streak runner Diana Nelson, from Dixon, Illinois, 
passed away on 12 February 2022 at the age of 75. Started on 11 January 1982 and ended on 2 
October 2007, Ms. Nelson's first streak lasted 9,396 days (25.72 years) and is now listed as the 
6th longest retired female streak in the world. Shortly after her first streak ended, she began a 
second streak on 19 November 2007 but we do not know when it ended. If anyone knows the last 
day she ran during her second streak or knows of a family member or friend who might know, we 
would be most grateful if you tell us so that we can accurately record her second streak for our 
list.  
 
Like many of you, I have returned to in-person racing after being confined to virtual races during 
much of the pandemic. So far in 2022, I have competed in 8 races with a half dozen more 
scheduled for the end of May and June. My 2022 highlight was finishing my 18th consecutive 
Boston Marathon on April 18th.
