THE SEWARD AND WASHBURNE FAMILIES 

STREAK RUNNERS AND DIPLOMATS 
By: Mark Washburne 

 
Like many of you, running every day has become an important part of my identity 
through the years. I am also grateful for having been given the opportunity to serve on 
the management team of our running streak association for over a dozen years now. 
In my work life, I am a college history professor and much of my professional life has 
been spent thinking, writing, and talking about stories from the past. In particular, I 
have a special interest in events before, during, and after the American Civil War 
having written a multivolume biography of my distant cousin, Elihu Washburne (1816-
1887), who was an Illinois Congressman (1853-1869) and close political ally to both 
Presidents Abraham Lincoln and Ulysses S. Grant.  
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Secretary of State Elihu Washburne (1816-1887) 

 
Coming from the same hometown of Galena, Illinois, Grant and Washburne were 
particularly close and President Grant appointed Elihu Washburne American Minister 
to France, a role he served from 1869-1877. Washburne presented his letters of 
credence to French Emperor Napoleon III in May 1869 and was present the next year 
for the Franco-German War (1870-1871). During that war, Minister Washburne 
distinguished himself as one of the only foreign diplomats to remain in Paris during the 
German siege of that city and later the Paris Commune (1871). After these events, 
both the French and German governments honored the American Minister for his 
diplomatic and humanitarian efforts during those trying times. 
 
Forgotten to many, Elihu Washburne had another diplomat role in between his long 
service as an Illinois Congressman and American Minister to France. From 5 March 
1869 to 16 March 1869, a period of just twelve days, Washburne served as the 
American Secretary of State. The diplomat that Elihu Washburne replaced as the head 
of the State Department was William Henry Seward, who served as Secretary for 
almost 8 years during the Lincoln and Andrew Johnson administrations. As you 
learned from the previous article, Secretary Willard Seward is also a relative of airline 
pilot and streak runner Willow Seward. 
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In September, I received an update and picture from Willow Seward on her five-year 
running streak anniversary. Given my interest in the American Civil War, I asked her if 
she was related to Secretary Seward and received confirmation that she was indeed. 
My family thinks I am an over sharer and I certainly was with Willow Seward when I 
learned that she was related to the American Secretary who purchased Alaska from 
Russia in 1867. I proceeded to write to her about the friendship her 19th century relative 
had with my 19th century relative. This essay shares that story of the connection 
between the two American Secretary of States whose relatives would one day become 
streak runners. Unless you count running for President – Seward nominated for 
President but lost at the 1860 Republican Convention and Washburne nominated for 
President and Vice President but lost at the 1880 Republican Convention – this is a 
history story and not a running story. Please be warned, therefore, and move onto to 
our next article if learning about American history is not your thing.  
 
In researching and writing my books, I learned that the Elihu Washburne might have 
met William Seward as early as 1852. In that year, Elihu Washburne was elected to 
Congress as a Whig from Illinois. During the 1852 campaign, I found he had some 
contact with William Seward, a former Governor (1839-1842) and now a Senator 
(1849-1861) from New York. Later, on 16 May 1854, Congressman Washburne set 
sail for Europe with three other Congressmen. Washburne wrote at the time that he 
was pleased when Senator Seward went on board "to bid me good bye." 
 
In 1860, Senator Seward’s name was put into nomination for President at the Chicago 
Republican Convention. Elihu Washburne was sick and stayed in Washington and did 
not attend the convention. His younger brother, Congressman Cadwallader Washburn 
(among his brothers, only Elihu added the “e” at the end of the last name) was "a 
delegate from Wisconsin and a supporter of Seward." Cadwallader Washburn ended 
up being a Civil War General and Governor of Wisconsin. In the 1830s, Cadwallader 
Washburn left Maine for Wisconsin with just $5 in his pocket but still ended up being 
a successful businessman. His flour won a "Gold Medal" at an international 
competition and he ends up being the founder of General Mills Corporation.  
 
With the support of Cadwallader Washburn and others, Senator Seward received the 
most (but not a majority) on the first two ballots for President. Despite his early support, 
Senator Seward would lose on the third ballot to Abraham Lincoln for the Republican 
nomination for President. Lincoln would go onto win the Presidency that November 
and then chose his rival, Senator William Seward, to be his Secretary of State. 
  
In early 1861, Congressman Washburne and Senator Seward arranged to have 
President-elect Lincoln put on an earlier train to his inauguration because of threats 
against Lincoln's life as his train went through Baltimore. Congressman Washburne 
later wrote about the plan to “sneak” the President-elect into Washington: 
 
As the 4th of March [date Lincoln would be inaugurated President] drew near, what 
occupied our most anxious thought was, how Mr. Lincoln could get to Washington and 
be inaugurated. Governor Seward was the Senate member, and I was put on as the 
part of the House, for the reason, perhaps, that I was from Illinois, a known personal 
friend of the President who had been in close correspondence with him all 
winter.  Associating ourselves together, we came to the conclusion that everything 
must be done with the most profound secrecy.   
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Governor Seward, his son Frederick W. Seward, subsequently his Assistant Secretary 
of State, and myself were the only persons in Washington who had any knowledge 
whatever of Mr. Lincoln’s proposed movements.  That there was a conspiracy in 
Baltimore to assassinate him as he should pass through, there can be no reasonable 
doubt.   
 
We hoped he might be able to come through in the daytime from Philadelphia, taking 
a train secretly and cutting the wires, so that his departure could not be known.  But 
General Scott’s detectives in Baltimore had developed such a condition of things, that 
Governor Seward thought that the President-elect and his friends in Philadelphia 
should be advised in regard hereto, and on the night of the 22d [21] of February he 
sent his son, Frederic W., over to Philadelphia to consult with them.  Till now we 
believed the President would come over from Philadelphia on the train leaving there 
at noon on the 23d [22].   
 
In the meantime, the President had promised to run up to Harrisburg to attend a 
reception of the Pennsylvania legislature at twelve o’clock on that day.  Up to this time 
the situation had been fully discussed by the friends of Mr. Lincoln in the light of all the 
information received, but no particular program agreed upon.  It was not until the party 
started for Harrisburg the next morning that the best method of getting to Washington 
was finally talked over.   
 
Mr. Lincoln had previously had a conversation with the detective Pinkerton and Mr. 
Frederic W. Seward in regard to the condition of things at Baltimore.  The Hon. Norman 
B. Judd, of Chicago, one of the most conspicuous and trusted friends of Mr. Lincoln, 
who had accompanied the party from Springfield, suggested a plan which, after full 
discussion by Mr. Lincoln and all his friends present, was agreed upon and 
successfully carried out.  
 
This plan, as is generally known, was that after the dinner which Governor Curtin had 
tendered to him had been finished, at six o’clock in the afternoon, he should take a 
special car and train from Harrisburg for Philadelphia to intercept the night train from 
New York to Washington. The telegraph wires from Harrisburg were all cut, so there 
could be no possible telegraphic connection with the outside world.  
 
The connection was made at Philadelphia. Mr. Lincoln was transferred to the 
Washington train without observation, to arrive at his destination on time the next 
morning without the least miscarriage, as will be stated hereafter. 
 
On the afternoon of the 23d [22], Mr. Seward came to my seat in the House of 
Representatives, and told me he had no information from his son nor anyone else in 
respect of Mr. Lincoln’s movements, and that he could have none, as the wires were 
all cut, but he thought it very probable he would arrive in the regular train from 
Philadelphia, and he suggested we would meet at the depot to receive him.   
 
We were promptly on hand; the train arrived in time, and with strained eyes we 
watched the descent of the passengers.  But there was no Mr. Lincoln among them; 
though his arrival was by no means certain, yet we were much disappointed.  But as 
there was no telegraphic connection, it was impossible for us to have any information.   
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It was no use to speculate - and, disappointed, and under the empire of conflicting 
emotions we separated to go to our respective homes, but agreeing to be at the depot 
upon the arrival of the New York train the next morning before daylight, hoping either 
to meet the President or get some information as to his movements.  
 
I was on hand in station, but to my great disappointment Governor Seward did not 
appear. I planted myself behind one great pillar in the old Washington and Baltimore 
depot, where I could see and not be observed. Presently the train came rumbling in 
on time.  It was a moment of great anxiety to me.  
 
 
Congressman Washburne claimed that there were many false stories about Lincoln’s 
arrival for his inauguration:  
 
There had been a great deal printed in the newspapers about Mr. Lincoln’s arrival in 
Washington and about the ‘Scotch cap’ and ‘big shawl’ he wore through Baltimore, 
etc., etc., most of which is mere stuff. I propose now to tell about his arrival at 
Washington, from my own personal knowledge - what I saw with my own eyes and 
what I heard with my own ears, not the eyes and ears of someone else.  
 
As I have stated, I stood behind the pillar awaiting the arrival of the train.  When it 
came to a stop I watched with fear and trembling to see the passengers descend.  I 
saw every car emptied, and there was no Mr. Lincoln.   
 
I was well-nigh in despair, and when about to leave I saw slowly emerge from the last 
sleeping car three persons. I could not mistake the long, lank form of Mr. Lincoln, and 
my heart bounded with joy and gratitude. He had on a soft low-crowned hat, a muffler 
around his neck, and a short bob-tailed overcoat. Anyone who knew him at that time 
could not have failed to recognize him at once, but, I must confess, he looked more 
like a well-to-do farmer from one of the back towns of Jo Daviess County [Illinois] 
coming to Washington to see the city, take cut his land warrant and get the patent for 
his farm, than the President of the United States.  
 
 
Washburne startled the President-elect and his bodyguards:  
 
The only persons that accompanied Mr. Lincoln were Pinkerton, the well-known 
detective, recently deceased, and Ward H. Lamon.  When they were fairly on the 
platform and a short distance from the car, I stepped forward and accosted the 
President: ‘How are you, Lincoln?’ 
 
At this unexpected and rather familiar salutation the gentlemen were apparently 
somewhat startled, but Mr. Lincoln, who had recognized me, relieved them at once by 
remarking in his peculiar voice: “This is only Washburne!”  
 
Lincoln was pleased to see his old friend and political ally from Illinois.  “Then we all 
exchanged congratulations and walked out to the front of the depot, where I had a 
carriage in waiting,” wrote Washburne.  “Entering the carriage (all four of us) we drove 
rapidly to Willard’s Hotel, entering on Fourteenth Street, before it was fairly 
daylight.  The porter showed us into the little receiving room at the head of the stairs, 
and at my direction went to the office to have Mr. Lincoln assigned a room.”

Soon after arriving at the Willard Hotel, they were greeted by William Seward. “We had 
not been in the hotel more than two minutes before Governor Seward hurriedly 
entered, much out of breath and somewhat chagrined to think he had not been up in 
season to be at the depot on the arrival of the train,” wrote Washburne.  “The meeting 
of those two great men under the extraordinary circumstances which surrounded them 
was full of emotion and thankfulness. I soon took my leave, but not before promising 
Governor Seward that I would take breakfast with him at eight o’clock; and as I passed 
out the outside door the Irish porter said to me with a smiling face: ‘And by faith it is 
you who have brought us a President.’” 
 
Later, Washburne had breakfast with Seward. “At eight the Governor and I sat down 
to a simple and relishing breakfast,” concluded Washburne.  “We had been relieved of 
a load of anxiety almost too great to bear. The President had reached Washington 
safely and our spirits were exalted, and with a sense of great satisfaction we sipped 
our delicious coffee and loaded our plates with the first run of Potomac shad.” 
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Washburn Family from Maine 

 
 
Once the Lincoln Administration began, Elihu Washburne’s oldest brother, Israel 
Washburn, who served as Governor of Maine from 1861 to 1863, also had contact 
with Secretary of State Seward. "It was early 1861," recalled Governor Israel 
Washburn, "when I visited Washington at the request of Mr. Seward who tendered me 
an appointment as foreign minister which I declined having so recently entered my 
duties as Governor." While Israel Washburn turned down an appointment as a foreign 
minister, another brother, Charles Washburn, served as the American Minister to 
Paraguay from 1863-1868 under Secretary of State Seward during the Administrations 
of Abraham Lincoln and Andrew Johnson. 
 
Maine’s Governor Israel Washburn, by the way, was the first brother elected to the 
United States House in 1850.  With younger brothers Elihu from Illinois (first elected 
in 1852) and Cadwallader from Wisconsin (first elected in 1854) there was at one point 
three brothers from three different states in the House of Representatives in the 1850s. 
The youngest brother, William Washburn, also served terms the House from another 
state, Minnesota, in the 1870s and 1880s but not at the same time as his older 
brothers. The youngest brother, William Washburn, was also the only sibling to serve 
in the United States Senate (1889-1895). 
 
During the American Civil War, Illinois Congressman Elihu Washburne served as an 
important link between Illinois President Abraham Lincoln and Illinois General Ulysses 
S. Grant. “About all I know of Grant I have got from you,” wrote Abraham Lincoln to 
Congressman Elihu Washburne in 1864. “I have never seen him. Who else besides 
you know anything about Grant?” Many historians believe that General Grant’s quick 
rise in the ranks during the Civil War was aided by having a Congressman from his 
hometown of Galena, Illinois, promoting the General’s accomplishments with the 
President of the United States. 
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The events of April 1865 would be dramatic and life changing for both the Seward and 
Washburne families. For Congressman Elihu Washburne, he was an eyewitness to 
the end of the war in Virginia. In April, 1865, Grant’s Army of the Potomac finally 
captured Petersburg, Virginia.  Confederate General Robert E. Lee, with his army now 
reduced to 25,000 men, could no longer hope to defend Richmond and began moving 
West in hopes of finding a way around the Union forces. The Confederate General’s 
objective was to hook up with other Confederate troops in North Carolina. As recalled 
later by Congressman Washburne, that news would arrive in early April: “The news of 
the fall of Richmond reached Galena at eleven o’clock Monday morning, April 3, 
1865.”  After hearing the news, Washburne “took the train ‘for the front’ at five p.m. 
and arrived in Washington, April 6th.” 
 
Congressman Elihu Washburne was soon headed for Virginia where he would see 
President Abraham Lincoln for the last time:   
 
I found that the President, Mrs. Lincoln, and a party of friends had left on an excursion 
for Fortress Monroe, City Point, and Richmond. Mr. Blaine joined me, and we made 
the trip together to City Point.  On arriving there, late Friday afternoon, we found the 
President and party had returned from Richmond, and were on their steamer, the River 
Queen, which was to remain at City Point over night.  
 
In the evening Mr. Blaine and myself went on board the steamer to pay our respects 
to the President. I never passed a more delightful evening.  Mr. Lincoln was in perfect 
health and in exuberant spirits.  His relation of his experiences and all he saw at 
Richmond had all that quaintness and originality for which he was distinguished.  Full 
of anecdote and reminiscence, he never flagged during the whole evening.  
 
His son Robert was in the military service and with the advancing army, and knowing 
that I was bound for the ‘front’ the next morning, he said to me: “I believe I will drop 
Robert a line if you will take it. I will hand it to you in the morning before you start.” I 
went to the wharf the next morning, and soon Mr. Lincoln came ashore from his 
steamer, with the letter in his hand.  He was erect and buoyant, and it seemed to me 
that I had never seen him look so great and grand.  After a few words of conversation, 
he handed me the letter, and I bid him what proved to be alas! a final adieu. 
 
General Lee surrendered to General Grant on Sunday, 9 April 1865, at Appomattox 
Courthouse, Virginia. Unfortunately, Elihu Washburne missed the event but would 
arrive in camp the next day. “Arrived at Genl. Grant’s headquarters at 9.50 P.M. and 
am to remain with him in his tent overnight,” Elihu Washburne wrote in his diary on 10 
April 1865.  “Found all the staff here who greeted me with great cordiality and 
kindness.” 
 
Congressman Washburne spent the night in Grant’s tent and the next morning he left 
for Appomattox Court House with a company of cavalry, which the General sent as an 
escort. The Illinois Congressman rode directly into and all through the Confederate 
camp, where they saw General Lee and a number of other Generals.  
 
The official surrender came the next day on Wednesday, 12 April 1865. In his diary, 
Washburne recorded the surrender of the Confederate troops: “At six o’clock, I saw 
the final surrender and stacking of arms of Gordon’s entire corps, consisting of ten 
thousand men. The whole body was addressed by Gordon and when he concluded, 
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the last ditch was reached and the arms stacked and the Johnnies marched off to the 
tune of Dixie played by a band. Got chips from the apple tree under which Lee 
surrendered to Grant. I stay at Gibbon’s headquarters to-night.” 
 
By noon on 12 April, Congressman Washburne, having seen more than 10,000 
soldiers surrender, decided to start on his return journey.  Washburne’s party was 
joined by three Confederate Generals: “Twelve cavalrymen were assigned to 
[Washburne] as an escort, for a few of Lee’s soldiers had taken to the woods with their 
weapons.  Three Confederate generals asked permission to go with the Washburne 
party, for they were afraid that some trigger-happy Yankee might think that a 
confederate general was still fair game.”  
 
By Good Friday, 14 April, Congressman Elihu B. Washburne, had already departed 
from his Confederate traveling companions and had arrived in City Point, Virginia. “He 
was not only extremely happy about the final victory of the United States over the 
forces of rebellion, but also proud that, as far as he knew, he was the only northern 
civilian to witness the final surrender at Appomattox.”   
 
Washburne also had the honor of telegraphing General Robert E. Lee’s farewell 
address at Appomattox Courthouse to Secretary of War Stanton.  While Washburne 
was already on a steamer heading for Richmond, the message (apparently sent later 
that evening) was not received until 8:30 p.m. at the War Department.  This was 
approximately the same time that the Presidential Party had arrived at Ford’s Theater 
to see Our American Cousin. 
 
The play had already started when the Presidential party took their seats. Onstage, 
Laura Keene, as Florence Trenchard, was in a scene with Lord Dundreary. Seeing the 
President, Miss Keene stopped the action and applauded vigorously. The entire 
theater stood and also applauded. The orchestra conductor, Professor Withers, raised 
his baton and the band played “Hail to the Chief.” Entering the Presidential box, 
President Lincoln “turned smilingly to the cheering audience and bowed.”  
 
The play, Our American Cousin, was a “creaky farce” about an American bumpkin, 
Asa Trenchard, who goes to England to claim a fortune he has inherited from a noble 
relative. Trenchard is pursued by a fortune-hunting Englishwoman, Mrs. 
Mountchessington, who wants him to marry her daughter, Augusta. The Lincolns 
appeared to enjoy the play.   
 
In the second scene of the third act is one of the most “predictable crowd-pleasers” in 
the play. Mrs. Mountchessington, after learning that Asa Trenchard had given away 
his inheritance, denounces him for not knowing how to behave, and makes a haughty 
exit.  Asa responds to her exit by saying, “Don’t know the manners of good society, 
eh? Well, I guess I know enough to turn you inside out, old gal -- you sockdologizing 
old man-trap.” The laughter and applause almost covered the sound of a shot being 
fired in the presidential box. 
 
The assassin was actor John Wilkes Booth. At a distance of about two feet, in the 
midst of laughter, the actor pointed his derringer at the back of Lincoln’s head on the 
left side and pulled the trigger. The ball entered the back part of the President’s head. 
It was about 10:13 p.m. 
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Frederick Seward’s letter to Governor Israel Washburn – 14 April 1865 

 
At precisely the same moment when Booth shot the President, one of the actor’s 
henchmen, Lewis Thornton Powell, made an appearance at the mansion of Secretary 
of State William H. Seward, on Lafayette Square, and rang the doorbell.  
 
The Secretary of State was at home recovering from a driving accident he had suffered 
a few days before this eventful day. Seward had been thrown from his carriage with 
great violence, breaking his jaw. The physicians had made a steel mask or frame to 
hold the broken bones in place while setting. All the family bewailed the accident 
bitterly at the time it occurred. The accident would later be seen as a blessing in 
disguise as the steel mask protected the Secretary from a would-be assassin’s knife.   
 
Earlier, after Seward’s driving accident was reported in the press, former Maine 
Governor Israel Washburn, oldest brother of Elihu, sent a letter of sympathy to the 
Secretary of State. On that fateful Good Friday, 14 April, Seward’s son Frederick, who 
also was the Assistant Secretary of State, acknowledged Governor Washburn’s note: 
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       Washington 
                April 14, 1865 
My dear Sir, 
 
I thank you sincerely for the kind expressions of sympathy contained in your letter of 
yesterday. My father’s condition, we think is now gradually improving from day to day, 
though he still suffers much pain -- 
 
       Yours very truly, 
               F. W. Seward 
 
Hon. I. Washburn, Jr. 
Portland, Me --  
 
      
Meanwhile, later that night, Lewis Powell, pretending to be a medical courier, informed 
the young black servant who opened the door that he wanted to see the Secretary as 
he had been sent by Dr. Verdi with a package of medicine for him. William Bell, the 
doorman, objected, saying that no one could go up.  
 
For several minutes they argued in the hall, finally Bell relented. Being the man was 
so insistent and “had a very fine voice,” Bell thought better of it. The servant then 
apologized for having been rough in his refusals, and let the messenger follow him 
upstairs, whispering, “Doan’ walk so heavy.”  
 
At the top of the stairs, the two met Frederick Seward. Powell told Frederick Seward 
that he desired to see his father as he had medicine for him. Frederick went into the 
bedroom of his sick father, but returned with the message that his father could not be 
seen, as he was asleep, and requested that Powell hand him the medicine. Powell 
insisted that, “I must see Mr. Seward.” Frederick Seward replied, “You cannot see him. 
I am the proprietor here, and his son; if you cannot leave your message with me, you 
cannot leave it at all.” 
 
After realizing he would not be able to see the Secretary, Powell started to go down 
the stairs with Bell preceding him.  Powell suddenly turned upon Frederick hitting him 
twice on the head with the butt of his revolver until he was unconscious. Bell ran 
downstairs and out the front door, yelling, “Murder!” Powell, in the meantime, had 
started for Mr. Seward’s chamber.  
 
George Robinson, who was acting as attendant nurse to the Secretary, and who heard 
the disturbance in the hall, opened the door to see what the trouble was in the hallway. 
Powell struck Robinson with a knife in the forehead, knocking him partially down, and 
then pressed by him to the bed of Mr. Seward.  
 
The Assassin then jumped on the bed and inflicted with his knife three wounds on the 
prostrate Secretary, one a very large gash on the right cheek, a cut on his throat on 
the right side, and one under the left ear. Powell’s knife, however, “glanced off” 
Seward’s steel mask preventing more serious injury. This alone saved the Secretary’s 
life. 
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After the attack, the Secretary’s presence of mind prevented any further injury, for he 
gathered the bedclothes around him and rolled onto the floor. Major Augustus Seward, 
another of Seward’s son, now entered the room, sprang upon the bed, and 
immediately grabbed Powell.  
 
Augustus Seward, with the help of a recovering Robinson, were able to knock down 
Powell. Powell recovered, however, and struck Major Seward five or six times on the 
forehead and on the top of the head, and once on the left hand with what was 
supposed to be a bottle or decanter, seized from the table, repeating at the same time 
in an intense but not strong voice the words “I’m mad!”  
 
Powell then broke away from Major Seward and rushed downstairs and out of the 
house. In exiting, Powell met Mr. Emerick W. Hansell of the State Department, who 
was coming up the stairs. Powell struck at him with his knife and stabbed him in his 
right side, inflicting a dangerous wound running from the spine obliquely towards the 
right side. The wound was three inches deep and nearly one inch wide.  
 
Mounting his horse, Powell rode slowly down the street while William Bell trotted along 
twenty feet behind yelling to the world, “There he is!” For two blocks or more the 
strange little procession ambled along, until at last, Powell, as if awakening to his 
danger, “clapped spurs to his horse” and disappeared.    
 
Lewis Powell wounded five persons before he left the house. The most serious 
casualty was Frederick Seward, the Assistant Secretary of State who had 
corresponded with Governor Israel Washburn earlier in the day. Frederick Seward’s 
skull was badly fractured in two places, and it required the greatest care and the 
constant attention of the physicians to save his life. His life was saved but for the 
remainder of his days, he was compelled to wear a silver plate over the fractured skull. 
His father, William Seward, would also survive and continued his duties as Secretary 
of State until 4 March 1869, when he was replaced by Governor Washburn’s brother, 
Elihu Benjamin Washburne.

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Traversing the Tundra in Racing Mode, First 25 Women, State Totals

It was suggested by our esteemed President, Mark Washburne, that it would be of 
interest to survey the membership as to how many races they have run during their 
lifetime. We had very few responses from the announcement in the newsletter, so I 
decided to send emails to those who were listed in the survey done back in 2009. It 
was decided to limit the list to those who have finished at least 500 running races. A 
few of our membership, such as Jim Pearson, of WA (2nd longest active streak in the 
world), have not kept track of all their races. Here are the responses I received, 
including some info from the 2009 list:

I asked Paul Ladniak about all his races. He retired from racing in 2021, after having 
5 stents placed in his arteries (he had a heart attack at night but did not know it): 
 
I started out as a sprinter, running the 100 yd dash. I consider myself a cross country 
and track runner. During track and cross-country season we had meets twice a week. 
I sometimes ran 3 events in a meet. I have running logs that go back to 1960 when I 
was in junior high and high school. After graduating from college and working as a 
teacher, I ran in all comers track meets sometimes twice a week, usually the mile and 
the half mile. I ran a 4:26 mile at the age of 30 and lost to Don Kardong (who finished 
4th in the 1976 Olympic Marathon in 2:11). I ran only two marathons in my life. At the 
University of TN, I ran cross country (5 miles) and track (half mile, mile, 2 mile, 3 mile 
and 6 mile). Coach considered me unique in that I had such a range of racing ability 
that he could put me in a race and score points where they were needed. Running 
road races, I mostly ran 5 and 10k. My best 5k time was 13:14 and my best 10K time 
was 29:15. The race distance I liked the best was 5k.

The top 26 female run streakers have all registered their daily runs. Only the first two 
(Eileen and Julie) were among the first 100 US daily runners. They lived in 19 different 
states, with 5 from CA and 3 from MN. Their ages ranged from 27 to 43 when they 
began. Lois Bastien was the oldest to start and hasn’t stopped yet, recently becoming 
the first 87-year-old (M or F) to run every day. Victoria and Diana were the first two 
(and so far only) women who have died among those doing it daily (32 men have died). 
 
If I had extended the list to the top 30, it would have included Eliza Eshelman Miron of 
IN, who started streaking when she was 16, and Paige Pearson of WA, who began at 
age 13. More recently, the youngest girls to do it daily have been Lauren Thorson of 
MN, age 5, and Sierra Stempke of CA, starting two weeks before her 4th birthday, 
joining her dad and brothers for one mile each afternoon.

These totals include some who have not registered their streaks. Also, runners who 
have moved are counted in all the states they lived in during the time they did not miss 
a day. Not surprising that the six states with the most streakers in 2016 are still in the 
top six, though the order has changed. Since Apr 2016, the states who added the most 
doing it daily are TX (+226), CA (+216), and NY (+195). The top three gains for women 
are NY (+99), TX (+94), and MN (+89). Because CA, TX and NY have such large 
populations their streaker rates per capita are not in the top ten- 8.0 run streakers per 
million Californians; 10.0 daily runners per million Texans. #1 MN has a huge per 
capita lead at 49.6 per million residents (and has been on top for most of the last 40 
years). followed by WY with 34.4. 
 
Though there are no other states with more than 30 streak runners per million 
population, there is one country that has a high rate of streakers. Much of that is due 
to one woman, Ellen Westvelt. Ellen just recently became the first Swede to run every 
day for ten years. She and her husband have an ultra running community and 
company called “Pace on Earth.”  In the last few years they have promoted run streaks, 
have a big Facebook group (Runstreak Sweden), and the number of Swedes doing it 
has risen astronomically. As of Oct 15, 2023, Swedish residents have registered 759 
active and 279 retired streaks. Ten individuals have both a retired and active streak, 
which means there are 1027 distinct daily runners. Given their population of 10.525 
million, that makes their streak rate 97.8 per million, which will certainly pass the 100 
mark soon. This is a huge jump from the 250 active and retired streaks combined on 
Jan 1, 2021 (or 23.8 per million residents).

I get a monthly newsletter from Runner's 
World. In the issue that I received on August 
18, 2023, is an article titled: Meet the mum 
with a 9.5-year run streak. In that article was 
a link called: The rise of the run streak. This 
article had a reference to the United States 
Running Streak Association. I googled that 
and decided to join. That was the morning of 
August 26, 2023. 
 
So, my "streak" started August 26. I use 
Strava.  The stats on my first run for what I 
hope to be a long streak are 10 km, 6:13/km. 
I live in a rural location in Ontario so I enjoy 

the birds, fresh air, open fields and low traffic 
volume. The cattle are often curious as I run 
by but sometimes they stampede away. I run 
on the road so my choices are north, south, 
east, west. Going "around the block" here 
means 8 km or 7.3 km or such.  
 
I started running in high school for a reason 
that I cannot remember. I did a fundraising 
walk-a-thon, 18 miles, some time while I was 
in high school. My older sister mentioned a 
classmate who had run the distance.  Living 
in a small rural community in Alberta I had 
never heard of such a thing.  
 
I did some running in university, always 
alone, no races. When I moved to Toronto in 
1977, I continued running, not keeping track 
of it at all and not being aware of the racing 
scene. In the fall of 1980, I joined the 
orchestra of the National Ballet of Canada. I 
am a trombonist. I would run in the various 
cities in Canada that we toured to and also in 
Europe. Walking/running in a town/city is a 
good way to see it. In Luxemburg I almost got 
lost. From where I was up a hillside I couldn't 
see the hotel where we were staying and I 
didn't want to retrace my steps because of 
the dogs. Finally, I noticed a building way up 
the valley that was across from the hotel. 
Saved! On one run in a large park in West 
Berlin I felt that I could just fly, it felt so good 
and easy. That was when I was 26 in 1981.  
 
I stopped running for years because my right 
hip hurt. The doctor said it was arthritis. I 
should have kept running. Anyway, I swam in 
a pool for months, completing a 2,500 meter 
(1.55 miles) fundraising swim. I stopped 
swimming because it was bothering my 
shoulder. In 2013 I joined Tidal Fitness, a 
CrossFit gym in Toronto. My shoulder and 
knee issues disappeared and I also started 
running again. 
 
I have participated in 18 races since starting 
racing in 2017 - 5K, 10K, a virtual 21.1K 
during Covid, and trail races. My latest 5K in 
July of this year, the Lindsay Milk Run, took 
25:26. I won my age group - 60+ at age 69. 
In June I ran the Toronto Waterfront 10K in 
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53:37. An organization called 5 PEAKS 
organizes trail runs/races all across Canada. 
I did two last year and two this year. These 
were near Toronto in ski/mountain bike 
territory, meaning lots of up and down, twists 
and turns, rocks and roots. After the 7K trail 
run last year, called Cider Under the Moon, I 
was so pumped and feeling so alive. It was a 
fabulous feeling.  This year was a 6.9K trail 
run and a 13K trail run. I need to learn to pick 
up my feet. Street racing is so different from 
trail racing, especially if it is a mountain bike 
trail. I fell four times, three while I was trying 
to make up time on the second lap, and I also 
landed in some poison ivy. But not even my 
ego was injured.  The important thing is that 
I WAS DOING IT! Near the very end of each 
race I sprint with whatever is left. 
 
With the exception of racing, my running is 
alone. I live in a very small rural community 
(17 dwellings). One reason for joining Streak 
Runners International is to provide more 
motivation for me to get out regularly. One 
mile is so short that I probably won't stop 
there even if I am wasted from the day 
before.  My goal is to do a half marathon in 2 
hours or less this fall. Two years ago, my first 
half marathon was the Canada ARMY Run. 
The race was held virtually because of Covid. 
I did it in 2:07:00 from out my front door.  
 
I run because I enjoy it, it is a challenge, it 
gets me outside and it is healthy. I also need 
the mood/mental boost that it gives me.  I 
have some aches and pains but I have not 
had any injuries from running except black 
toe. For those of you who have injured toe 
nails while running, there is a running store 
in Toronto called Black Toe Running.

I started my running streak without realizing 
it in a predawn Nor’easter on November 27, 
2013. The following day I began a 
Thanksgiving-New Year’s holiday streak. I 
decided to extend that to a 100-day streak. 
Then I decided to run for an entire year. And 
then I just kept running. 
 
Since then, I have upped my minimum 
mileage several times. For the first four 
years, I added one mile on each 
“streakaversary.” So, I ran at least two miles 
my second year, at least 5K my third year, at 
least four miles my fourth year… and then I 
realized that the distances were getting 
impractical, so I left it at four. Over the past 
five years that minimum distance has inched 
up to 4.5 miles - and I’ve vowed to keep it 
there! 
 

As part of the rules that I’ve set for myself, all 
of my miles must be done outdoors. This has 
led to me running in blizzards, heat waves, 
rain storms, wildfire smoke, and everything 
else Mother Nature has thrown at me. 
 
I’ve run laps on the top deck of airport 
parking garages and circles on ferry docks. 
I’ve done easy city runs, fun group runs, a 
bunch of marathons, hundreds and hundreds 
of miles of trail runs, and probably a 
thousand miles on this one street in my 
neighborhood that’s the only runnable 
surface for most of the winter. I’ve streaked 
in about a dozen foreign countries 
(sometimes doing two runs in one day to 
account for time-zone changes) and 30 US 
states. I’ve run the day after extensive skin 
cancer surgery, through countless illnesses 
and injuries, and on days when life’s 
curveballs have made it seem nearly 
impossible.

Well, sometimes 
he cheated a little bit. But he had a streak 
active while his first about 300 days of the 
challenge. At some point he decided to end 
the streak and to focus on his marathon 
challenge. While reading this book one 
thought came into my mind: May I be able to 
streak run? And I tested it. 
 
My first try lasted for only 25 days. I had 
some pain in my right shin. And this had to 
disappear to be able to be prepared for a 
small ambulant operation later on. After only 
11 days of pause I could start into my second 
streak. This was November 19th, 2022. 
While the first days of this streak I had the 
operation. But I could run just before it and 

my doctor allowed me to run the mile about 
30 hours after the surgical intervention. 
Streak on! Yeah! 
 
Years end came and I thought about my 
running goal for 2023. Because the streak 
wasn’t that old I thought that 1,000 km may 
be a reasonable goal.

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THE FINISH LINE

As this quarter comes to an end, we look forward to celebrating another big running streak 
anniversary at the end of 2023. Started on 29 December 1973, Richard Westbrook, a 
retired teacher and coach from Jonesboro, Georgia, will, hopefully, become the sixth 
person in the world to reach the half century mark with his running streak. The other six to 
reach 50 years are the late Ron Hill (retired: 21 December 1964-28 January 2017), Jon 
Sutherland (active: 26 May 1969), Jim Pearson (active: 16 February 1970), Steve DeBoer 
(active: 7 June 1971), and Alex Galbraith (active: 22 December 1971). Unfortunately, 
details about a 50th running streak celebration for Coach Westbrook were still being 
finalized as I write THE FINISH LINE so please check the SRI Facebook page for updates.  
 
In this Winter issue, streak running (of course), history, and flying were featured in our 
cover story on Willow Seward. Besides having a five-year running streak, Willow is also 
an airline pilot from Meza, Arizona who has combined her job flying and love of running 
as her “personal tour guide” to see “the sunrise over mountains and the sunset in new 
cities” from around the world.  
 
Willow Seward is also a relative of former American Secretary of State William Seward, 
who purchased Alaska for the United States from Russia in 1867. As I am distantly related 
and wrote a multi-volume biography of Elihu Washburne, the diplomat who followed 
Secretary Seward to the top position at the American State Department in 1869, I took a 
special interest in the family history of our Arizona streak runner. After receiving Willow’s 
five-year anniversary story and picture, I shared with her my research on how her 19th 
century relative was a friend and political ally of my 19th century relative. As it is not often 
that we know of family connections dating back a couple of centuries from our new friends 
in the streak running community, I shared that story with you as a separate article in this  
Winter edition of our newsletter. 
 
Besides sharing stories about family history, I was also busy celebrating my own streak 
running milestone this quarter. On 18 October 2023, my running streak reached half my 
life on Running Streak Day (RSD) 12,345. Let me give it to you "straight" about this 
unusual coincidence. If you count the day I was born as Day 1 until the last day I did not 
run before the start of my running streak (30 December 1989), there were 12,345 days. 
Also, if you count the first day I ran during my running streak as Day 1 (31 December 
1989) until 18 October 2023, there were also 12,345 days. My streak of running every day, 
without missing a day, at least 3 miles a day, has reached half of my life. 
 
For my math friends, having the numbers line up in straight order - one two three four five 
(12,345) - is an unusual occurrence when you reach 5 digits. On 17 May 2017, I reached 
5 digits on RSD 10,000 and October 18th was first time the numbers lined up in straight 
order since that date. The numbers will not line up in straight order again for another 
11,111 days (over 30+ years) on RSD 23,456 that calculates to be on 20 March 2054. As 
I will have just turned 98-years old on my next straight day, I do not expect my running 
streak to still be active. I do hope, however, that I can give it a good run for the money and 
that I will see you while out running tomorrow and for many tomorrows to come.   
 
As always, I want to wish all of you good luck as we each run the roads and trails – every 
day!
